absent.

v" I must be organized and responsible for completing tasks on time without reminder.
v" I must be willing to ask questions.

v" I must be my own advocate, seeking to solve my own problems even if it involves having difficult discussions with my
instructor.

v" I must be able to reflect on the course content and my work continuously and critically to improve my understanding
and my thinking.

v" Irealize the coursework may be 2 - 3 times more than a regular high school course and 2-3 times as challenging.

v"lunderstand the need to be resilient in the face of academic challenges that will likely be greater than | have
previously encountered.

v" I must be willing to focus and appreciate the serious academic environment which includes appreciating my peers as
fellow scholars from whom | will also learn.

v" I must remain in any AP course in which | am scheduled for the year.
v" As with any course taken at LSA, my final grade will be recorded on my transcript.

v" I must complete any required summer assighments by the instructor’s due date which will be part of my grade.
